Father Adam’s Five 
for August 11—August 17: 

 

1. After a conversation between the Finance 
council and the Buildings and Grounds committee, 
St. Thomas Aquinas is implementing the following 
policy : It will be the policy of St. Thomas Aqui-
nas to hold in reserve $200,000 in investments 
to cover major unexpected repairs.  Major un-
expected repairs requiring a disbursement 
from the $200,000 reserve shall be identified 
by the Buildings and Grounds Committee and 
voted on by the Finance Council. Currently our 
building fund has $381,000 in combined assets, 
and with this policy $200,000 of that is earning in-
terest in C.D.'s. To put it in perspective, our last 3 
years of unexpected expenses have cost us a com-
bined total of ~$75,000, so with inflation our re-
serve should be able to handle at least 5 years of 
unexpected expenses.
